About the Orient-Institut Beirut

The Orient-Institut Beirut (OIB) is an independent academic research in-
stitute, belonging to the Max Weber Foundation. It is mainly funded through
the Federal Ministry of Education and Research in Germany. It conducts inter-
disciplinary research on the Arab world and the region of West Asia and North
Africa at large. Its research community comprises long-term research associates
from Germany and short-term visiting fellows from all over the world, who rep-
resent the major disciplines of the humanities and social sciences, including Is-
lamic and Arab studies, history and anthropology of the Middle East, as well as
sociology and political sciences.

The OIB is also a long-standing partner of academic institutions in Leba-
non and the region at large. It aims to foster academic relations across the MENA
region and increasingly conducts its research in transregional perspectives.

One of the great academic treasures of the OIB is its public research li-
brary, which holds important collections of books, journals and newspapers. It
comprises around 140,000 volumes. The OIB publishes two major book series
(BTS and BI) and additional titles through OIS and extra series. The institute en-
gages with a larger academic community through regular research seminars, lec-
ture series, international conferences and workshops. Local and international
partnerships are crucial in designing and funding the institute’s projects. In par-
ticular, the OIB is at the forefront of facilitating research collaborations between
institutions in the Arab world and institutions in Germany and Europe. It thereby
seeks to encourage innovative academic perspectives on the region.

History

Founded in 1961, the Orient-Institut Beirut (OIB) was initially established
as a base of German Oriental Studies abroad by the German Oriental Society
(Deutsche Morgenlandische Gesellschaft), an academic association founded in
1845 to promote the study of the languages and cultures of the “Orient”. In
1963, the institute gained the legal recognition of the Lebanese government and
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moved to its present premises in the former Villa Maud Farajallah in the quarter
of Zokak al-Blat, near the downtown area of Beirut.

The institute’s funding was mainly provided by the German Federal Min-
istry of Education and Research and by generous grants from other sponsors,
most notably the Fritz Thyssen Foundation, the Volkswagen Foundation and the
German Research Association (DFG).

The OIB was designed to enhance German research links throughout the
region and came to benefit from Lebanon’s unique advantages as an intellectual
center and barometer of the contemporary Arab world.

Being the only German research center devoted to Arabic and Islamic
Studies and based in the Middle East, the Orient-Institute helped train genera-
tions of German scholars specializing in the region. Academic activities at the
institute continued even during the most turbulent periods of Lebanese history,
although in 1987 the German staff had to be temporarily evacuated to Istanbul.
In 1994, the directorate and parts of the research staff returned to Beirut, but
as a result of the evacuation the institute developed de facto into a bi-local en-
tity, with branches in both Istanbul (Oll) and Beirut (OIB). In 2003 the institute
joined the Foundation German Humanities Institutes Abroad (since 2012: Max
Weber Foundation — International Humanities), a non-profit foundation estab-
lished by German Federal Law in 2002 and funded by the Ministry of Education
and Research (BMBF) as an umbrella organization for the currently ten German
research centers in the Humanities located outside the Federal Republic. In 2009
the Orient-Institut Istanbul became an independent research center, but it con-
tinues to cooperate with the OIB as part of the Max Weber Foundation. Since
2010, the OIB has also maintained an office in Cairo.
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Conference Concept

Humans are a product of their environment, as well as their religion, and the
various and different manifestations of religiosity flourish according to the envi-
ronments in which they were raised. This does not conflict with the principle of
monotheism or the oneness of God or even the oneness of religion. In ancient
Egypt, many gods were worshiped, but the sun remained the supreme manifes-
tation of the supreme god, the creator god who gives life and regulates the laws
of the environment and nature as the ancient Egyptians saw it reflected in their
environment on the banks of the Nile River. We also see in the Old Testament a
pluralistic conception of the god of the gods in the word Elohim. As if oneness is
the epitome of a special human experience for the children of Israel. It does not
negate the pluralism in the form of other deities of the neighboring nations.

It is not only anthropology, religious sociology, and the philosophy of religions,
which has conveyed to us a conception of the emergence of religions, but the
sacred texts themselves tell us narrations of the emergence of the doctrine of
monotheism. According to verses [6: 76-79] “[6:76] So when the night over-
shadowed him, he saw a star; said he: Is this my Lord? So when it set, he said: |
do not love the setting ones. [6:77] Then when he saw the moon rising, he said:
Is this my Lord? So when it set, he said: If my Lord had not guided me | should
certainly be of the erring people. [6:78] Then when he saw the sun rising, he
said: Is this my Lord? Is this the greatest? So when it set, he said: O my people!
Surely | am clear of what you set up (with Allah). [6:79] Surely | have turned
myself, being upright, wholly to Him who originated the heavens and the earth,
and | am not of the polytheists.”

The eminent Grand Imam, Sheikh of al-Azhar, Mahmoud Shaltut, went further
in his book al-Islam ‘aqida wa shari‘a (Islam Creed and Sharia), where he men-
tioned in more than one place the relevance of the Qur’an to the environment
of its revelation. All this prompts us to re-read the religious text in its environ-
mental, societal, and historical contexts to reconnect the structure of religiosity
with the structure of the environment/society.

Islam is also characterized as a model with a heavy presence of the community
in the structure of the founding text; The Qur’an was revealed in portions, i.e.
over a period of twenty-three years, during which it interacted with its society,
and this interaction appeared in the text. The difference between the Meccan
Qur'an and the Medinan Qur'an is a reflection of the different social and political
contexts between Mecca and Medina. Among the effects of the interaction be-
tween revelation and the community of the revelation is the revelation’s re-
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sponse to the requirements of the first community and the answer to its mem-
bers’ questions, which is evident in the repetition of the words “and they ask
you... say.”

The forefathers felt the necessity of interpreting the Qur’an according to its so-
cial context, so they established a study of the causes and occasions of revela-
tion and it became an integral part of traditional interpretations and Qur’anic
studies. This topic also constitutes a fertile aid for the researcher who seeks to
reveal the sociology of the Qur'an and the sociology of Prophet's Muhammad's
message. The study of the causes and occasions of revelation has become a basic
pillar of all modern approaches to the Qur’anic text and all modern sociological
studies of early Islam.

In the second conference of the research program "Discussing the interde-
pendence between Humans, Religion and Environment" participants will discuss
the mutual influences between religion, religiosity, and society/environment
through four main areas:

1) the Interdependence between the community of revelation to the initial
form of Sharia,

2) societal transformations and their effects on reshaping religious laws

3) the jurisprudence (figh) of the current controversial issues regarding mi-
norities, and the purposes (magasid) towards a re-reading of Sharia

4) the contributions of religion to contemporary societal transformations.

She is an
Egyptian-German who holds a BA in Business Administration, a PGD and an MA
in Islamic Studies, all three from the American University in Cairo. She received
her PhD in Islamic Studies from Exeter University’s Institute of Arab and Islamic
Studies researching ‘Humour and Laughter in the Hadith’. Her research covers
various aspects of gender issues, early Muslim society and culture as well as the
original texts of Islamic history, law and Hadith.

Abstract

Focusing on the role of judges in the pre-modern period by looking at
some of the court cases and rulings, it becomes apparent that the judges applied
the law practically, regardless of what was written in the canonized figh (juris-
prudence) manuals, sometimes even blatantly disregarding the theories, codes
and canons from the inherited legal manuals. Judges used their discretionary
power demonstrating that legal theory was often divorced from the lived reality.

While most academic studies focus on the Schools of law to compare or
contrast them, and to try to unravel the history of their development and evo-
lution, the practical side of the law remains understudied, little attention is given
to how judges applied the law, what tools they used to argue for or against a
certain decision they took and the possible reasoning behind this decision.

The cases discussed in this paper offer new insights into the discrepancy
between the formality and rigidity of the written theoretical canonized legal
manuals and the lived reality, contesting some of the scholarly tendency to de-
pict pre-modern women in the Islamic world in general and in Egypt in particular
as utterly backward and oppressed, uneducated, ignorant of their rights and
other polemical, and overgeneralized portrayals. The cases analyzed in this pa-
per demonstrate the complex relationship between the judges’ role as the up-
holders of a body of theoretical jurisprudence and their role in shaping legal
practice in the Egyptian society.
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The chosen cases focus on the plight of women and children, either as
plaintiffs, defendants, or subject matter. The paper will argue that women were
regarded as legal entities, knew their rights, filed their own cases without a
guardian, and were held liable or acquitted or received their dues. Though
women were disadvantaged in many aspects of theoretical rules regarding tes-
timony, women’s testimonies were accepted in court, regardless of their faith,
marital status, being free or enslaved, despite of the theoretical aspects outlined
in Islamic Law regarding women’s testimonies. Opinions range from completely
rejecting female testimony in certain legal areas, to conditionally accepting it or
requiring a supporting male testimony, to accepting women’s testimonies. The
testimony of both Muslim women and women from religious minorities, even
against Muslims, was accepted in a Shari‘a court. While canonized legal theories
do not consider non-Muslims equals to Muslims, placing prohibitions and re-
strictions on their testimony against Muslims, the actual treatment of non-Mus-
lims in court suggest fairness and justice regardless of the plaintiff/defendant's
religion, underscoring ethical norms. Other cases filed by women in court object
to a husband’s abuse of the right of unilateral divorce, contest forced child mar-
riage, demand that perpetrators of sexual harassment be punished, demand
compensation for various misdeeds against women, defend against accusations
of slander and zina (adultery), and file for khul* (divorce initiated by the wife).

The chosen cases reveal the voices of assorted Egyptian women, young
and old, married and unmarried, Muslims and belonging to religious minorities,
slaves and their descendants, educated professionals, illiterate urban dwellers
and peasants and the rulings challenge some prevalent academic discourses
about women in pre-modern Egypt showing their resilience.

Abstract
The Effect of religion on migrants' community ...Singapore as a model

Singapore is a cosmopolitan community of immigrants, where people
live in harmony and interaction between different races is common.

Wiirtz, Thomas, Dr. (Interim Director of the German Orient-In-
